Just the normal growing pains with operating
a hew business.

The permit and
approval process delayed our opening a bit—
we hoped to open last fall-but we’re open
now and in the swing of things. CBDC have
been a great help with their program funding.
They're an excellent resource for anybody
exploring the idea of opening a business.

PLANS FOR THE FUTURE?

Right now, we’re thinking we might expand
the outdoor play area this summer. We’d have
to construct a new fence and do some
landscaping. As | said earlier, dogs love to
have a large area to roam, and we have plenty
of space. We also have an area in the building
which can be used for grooming; so I'm trying
to find a dog groomer who’d be interested in
leasing this space onsite.
